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Abstract

Purpose: The COVID-19 pandemic has been the subject of extensive research in recent years. Despite the vital contribution
of this research in managing the consequences of this pandemic, the integral role of identifying the features of this research
to help improve and develop these studies should not be overlooked. This atticle has studied and reviewed the research
conducted in the field of managing this crisis in Iran.

Methodology: This applied study was conducted based on bibliometrics. The research's statistical population also includes
all the articles published during the COVID-19 pandemic and management in scientific journals in the field of management
in Iran from 2020 to 2023.

Findings: The findings show that, although the research community in this field in Iran has responded appropriately to this
pandemic by publishing various and diverse articles. However, due to the many trends and the large number of researchers
and students in the field of management in Iran, the amount of research has not been significant. Anyway, the crisis of the
COVID-19 pandemic, with all the problems and challenges it created for society, also provided very study opportunities for
management researchers to provide their expertise and knowledge to the people involved in this field to help society and
improve the situation. These studies can provide an opportunity for managers and policymakers to make more informed
decisions in response to such crises.

Originality/Value: This atticle represents the first academic research to evaluate COVID-19 pandemic research and

management in Iran. Evaluating various studies and highlighting their strengths and weaknesses, in addition to helping
researchers benefit from the research conducted, can also assist those involved in policy-making and research planning.
